IRMC CIO Certificate Program and Follow-On Scholarships
· Open to civilian employees and military officers, active duty National Guard and U.S. Army Reserves.

· Full-time students attend the 14-week resident CIO Certificate Program (Advanced Management Program option with NSTISSI 4011 Certification) at the Information Resources Management College (IRMC), Ft. McNair, Washington, DC. 

· Part-time students will complete their required nine courses through: a) one-week resident courses at Ft. McNair; b) eight to twelve week, web-based, distributed learning courses; or c) through a combination of the two, within two years. 

· Graduates continue on to a Partner University to complete their master's or doctoral degree. Full-time doctoral students will complete requirements in residence; full-time or part-time master’s students will complete their degrees in residence or through distributed learning. Availability of distributed learning classes and part-time programs vary by university. 

IRMC Entrance Requirements:
Nomination packages must include the following documentation and the appropriate endorsements prior to submission. Requirements include:

· Military applicants must be O-5 or above. Civilian applicants must be a GS/GM-13 or above. O-4s and GS-12s may have the grade requirement waived with a strong justification signed by their supervisors. The waiver must document the applicant’s ability to work at higher-grade levels.

· Earned bachelor’s with a GPA of 3.0 or above for those pursuing a master’s; earned master’s with a GPA of 3.2 or above for those pursuing a doctorate. 

· Two copies of certified transcripts reflecting undergraduate and/or graduate coursework as appropriate. 

· Proof of Secret security clearance. 

· A standard military resume or civilian resume as appropriate. 

· Supervisor recommendation with the endorsement of the next level superior. 

· Identification of the nominee’s preferred Partner University and follow-on degree program, as well as intent to attend IRMC as a full or part-time student.

· Compliance with identified Partner University’s grade point average and entrance requirements. 

· Component nominee’s attendance approved by appropriate Service/Agency personnel channels. 

Program Costs: The cost of tuition, fees, and books at IRMC and IRMC’s partnering institutions will be covered by the program. Additionally, the program covers TDY funding for full-time IRMC students, if necessary. Any other TDY and/or PCS costs (including that necessary to attend IRMC partner schools) must be covered by the nominating Component. Participants will continue to receive their military pay or civilian salaries from their Component throughout the course of study. 

 Obligations: Participants are obligated to maintain good standing in their degree programs, to continue in service as civilian employees or military members and where applicable, to repay program costs for failure to complete the degree program satisfactorily or to fulfill the service commitment consistent with law 5.U.S.C. 4108 and 10 U.S.C. 2200a (b)(2) and (3) and policy of the Department and the respective Component.  

IRMC Prior/Pending Graduates’ Requirements for IASP Participation: 

Component and Agency nomination packages must include the following documentation and the appropriate endorsements prior to submission to IRMC. Requirements include:

· An IRMC transcript reflecting completion of the IRMC prerequisites. 

· Proof of Secret clearance. 

· A standard military or civilian resume as appropriate. 

· Supervisor recommendation with the endorsement of the next level superior. 

· Identification of the nominee’s preferred Partner University and follow-on degree program. 

· Compliance with identified Partner University’s grade point average as well as other entrance requirements. 

· Component or Agency nominee’s attendance approved by appropriate Service/Agency personnel channels.
