Naval Postgraduate School (NPS)

Nomination Package/Eligibility Requirements:

Enlisted, military officers, active duty National Guard, U.S. Army Reserves, and Civilian employees may apply for the masters or doctoral degree programs at the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey, California, to complete an MS or PhD in Computer Science. Both degrees are completed entirely at the Naval Postgraduate School. 

The MS program takes 7 to 8 academic quarters to complete, which corresponds to a 2-year program. All MS degree candidates at NPS must complete thesis research and a written thesis. PhD candidates must complete both written and oral qualifying examinations. Upon completion of these examinations, candidates must complete dissertation research and successfully defend their dissertations before a dissertation committee. The NPS PhD program usually takes three years to complete.

Students in the NPS program will receive NSTISSI 4011 certification. NPS will also offer a curriculum option that will permit NSTISSI 4011 certified students from IRMC or students with certificates from other programs to attend NPS for completion of MS and PhD degrees with a specialization in Information Assurance. 

NPS Entrance Requirements

Component nomination packages must include the following documentation and the appropriate endorsements prior to submission to NPS. 

· GS-9 to GS-13 or higher; O-1 through O-6 (typical student is an O-3). 

· MS degree program: must have a bachelor’s degree with a minimum 3.0 GPA (on a 4.0 scale) or equivalent. 

· PhD program requirements are determined individually based on universities attended, the number of years that applicants have been out of school, work-related accomplishments, and other factors. Generally, NPS requires PhD candidates to be in the upper half of their MS program peers. 

· Minimum-security clearance of Secret documentation (or students must be eligible to apply for Secret clearance upon acceptance). 

· A standard military or civilian resume as appropriate. 

· Supervisor recommendation with the endorsement of the next level supervisor. 

· Two copies of certified transcripts from previous undergraduate and graduate institutions. GRE scores should be included if available. 

· Component nominee’s attendance approved by appropriate Service/Agency personnel channels.

FAQs

Who pays for travel, per diem, and salary? 

Salary, per diem and travel expenses while you are completing the program need to be paid by your unit/office.

Will my organization be funded to hire a person to work while I am at school?  

The program does not provide funding for a backfill (another person) to perform your duties while you are away at school. 

What do I owe (payback) after completion?  

Civilian personnel are obligated to remain with DoD for a period of three times length of training (1 yr training = 3 years work, etc). Military payback is 3 years for each year of the scholarship, computed in days the person is in the program.
