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INFORMATION PAPER 

SUBJECT:   Transfer from the Retired Reserve
1.  ISSUE:  Transfer of personnel from the USAR Control Group (Retired) to active status in the Army National Guard.

2.  FACTS:  


a.  Personnel who are currently in the USAR Control Group (Retired) and qualified for transfer to the Ready Reserve under the provisions of Chapter 6, AR 140-10, dated 1 September 1994, with Changes 1 through 4, must be transferred first to the USAR Control Group (Reinforcement) before being enlisted or appointed in the Army National Guard.


b.  Personnel already drawing retired pay require a Secretary of the Army finding of indispensability before being released from the USAR Control Group (Retired).  Submit request through U.S. Army Reserve Personnel Command, ATTN:  ARPC-PSR.  The transfer is limited to one year for a specific position.


c.  Personnel who were removed from the active status by board action or operation of law are ineligible for transfer to the Ready Reserve.


d.  Personnel who opted for retirement or early retirement as a result of unit inactivation and who were therefore eligible for Transition Assistance Management Program (TAMP) benefits on reassignment to the Retired Reserve during the period 23 Oct 92 through the present, must request and receive approval from the Secretary of the Army for release from the USAR Control Group (Retired) prior to forwarding their packet to AR-PERSCOM.  The Secretary of the Army approval memorandum must be included in the application packet subsequently sent to AR-PERSCOM. 

3.  PROCEDURES:


a.  Personnel otherwise eligible may apply for transfer from the Retired Reserve.  Requests must include:

(1) Letter from individual requesting to be transferred from retired reserve to USAR

 Control Group (Reinforcement) with subsequent enlistment/appointment in the Army National Guard.t.                   

(2) Memorandum from Unit Commander accepting the soldier with paragraph, line

 number, duty title and MOS/Specialty.  State whether unit is MTOE or TDA.

(3) Original SF 88 and SF 93 Physical Exam accomplished within the previous 12

 months.

(4) FOR ENLISTED PERSONNEL:  Written waiver from NGB Enlisted Personnel

 Policy Division.

b. The action office at AR-PERSCOM will order the soldier’s record from the National Personnel Records Center.  Upon retrieval, they will review the OMPF/MPRJ and the state packet for the following items:

(1)       Name

(2)       SSN

(3)       DOB

(4)       Grade/Rank

(5)       Number of years qualifying service

(6)       Date/reason for transfer to Retired Reserve

(7)       Mandatory Removal Date

(8)       Derogatory/adverse material

(9)       OER’s/NCOER’s

(10)    QRB (Enlisted)

(11)  3850 Board (Colonels)

(12)   DA Form 3713 (Data for Retired Pay)

(13)   DD Form 214/NGB Form 22

(14)   Individual’s Letter

(15)   Commander’s Memorandum

(16)   Original Physical

c. The action office will compare the qualifications of the applicant with the requirementsestablished in AR 140-10.  The soldier must meet height and weight requirements in accordance with AR 600-9 and be physically qualified.  There must be an identifiable vacancy to which the soldier may be assigned.  Enlisted soldiers must be fully qualified for immediate reenlistment IAW AR 140-111.

d. The medical evaluation will be sent to AR-PERSCOM’s Staff Surgeon for approval.  If anymedical waivers are required, the medical evaluation will be forwarded to the National Guard Bureau Chief Surgeon for approval of waiver.

e. Upon approval of the total packet, the action office will prepare a memorancum to the Operations and System Integration Branch granting approval for their preparation of orders assigning the soldier to the USAR Control Group (Reinforcement).

f. Applications will take at least 90-120 days to process.  States and applicants are asked not to call before that time is completed.  Applications that lack proper documentation or that do not meet all the requirements will be returned to the State.
