Historical Artifacts and Static Displays

Definition:

   Historical Artifacts and Static Displays are recognized as one in the same. These items are defined has military end items our major components that have reached the end of their life cycle and/or are no longer needed in the Department of Defense active inventory.  When equipment has meet this criteria, a unit or activity can request its donation through the Center of Military History (CMH). Private organizations such as Veterans of Foreign Wars (VFWs), American Legions, etc can also request donation through the U.S. Army Tank-Automotive and Armament Command (TACOM).  Requesters granted donation must meet the requirements described in AR 870-20, NGR 870-29 and (All States Letter Log Number I00-0101) “Federal Historical Property Procedures”. In the event of a violation of mentioned regulations, CMH or TACOM can and will confiscate donated property. Requester can also request turn-in of donated equipment to pertaining activity, and any time. 

War Tropies and War Trophy Firearms are not included or covered here. You can review their requirements in AR 608-4.   

Discussion:

  In accordance with NGR 870-20 and All States letter I00-010, The United States Property and Fiscal Officer for New Mexico being responsible for all Federal funds and property, has also been assigned as the Artifacts Responsible Officer (ARO) for Historical Artifacts and Static Displays. The current commander, manager or supervisor of each armory or activity where a historical Item is displayed, is the ARO’s Representative (See enclosed Memorandum dated 10 July 2003). The AROs representative is responsible for ensuring that the static display is secured, free from any obstruction that can cause injury, continues to present a favorable appearance, and is displayed properly. The ARO’s Representative reports the status of the historical Item / static display to Stock Control Branch (SCB), Supply and Services Division, USP&FO-NM, annually. The SCB manages the Universal Site Artifacts Management System (USAMS), which communicates with CMH’s automated system. ARO’ s Representative should immediately report any deficiencies and/or request to turn-in historical item, to the Stock Control Branch, who will coordinated required actions and services.
