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Standard Operating Procedure

Inert Certification DRMO / Vendor Recycling Program

PURPOSE:
   This SOP explains the Qualified Recycle Program and Procedures. It is in strict accordance with AR 420-47, DOD 4160.21-M-1, and the guide for operating a Qualified Recycle Program (Closing the Solid Waste Circle dated March 2001). In the event of a conflict, Requirements and procedures described in AR 420-47 supersede all others. 

 Definition:

   DoD Instruction 4715.4 defines a QRP as an organized operation that requires concerted efforts to divert This QRP is intended as a reduced program of a normal QRP found on a major military installation. This program consist of the sale of  .50 caliber and under expanded brass, range residue Group 1B, Ammunition Hazard Classification: Moderate fire-no blast (class 1 Division 4) (1.4)  , mixed metal gleaned from a firing range, and any other scraped metals not listed in The requirement to perform certification can be found in DOD 4160.21-M-1, Paragraph II-D.

Discussion:

1.    AR 420-47 requires that recycling proceeds will first be applied to cover all costs of operating, maintaining and establishing the qualifying recycling program.  This includes the purchase of new or replacement equipment for recyclable purposes or construction of a covered work area.   Fifty percent of the funds may be used to fund pollution abatement, energy conservation and Occupational Safety and Health activities.  Remaining funds may be transferred to the installation moral support fund account.

2.   Sale of recyclable material or Range Residue Group 1 off the installation can recoup funds from the sale of recyclable material.  A budget clearing account number must be annotated on the document transferring material to DRMO, with instruction to credit the account with proceeds resulting from the sale, or to off post recyclable companies the same applies.

3.   Since each installation can only have one budget clearing account for its recycling program, it is incumbent on the ammunition organization to ensure that the individual or group of individuals responsible for the recycling, is aware of the impact ammunition scrap has on the recycling program and the regulatory requirements for use of those funds. 

4. Items that can be recycled through the S&S QRP Program:

   1. Group 1a: Firing range expanded small arms cartridge cases (50mm and less) and inert metal gleaned from range clean up. Expanded brass and that and metal gleaned from range clean up, that do not meet criteria listed in paragraph 5 below.

Note: Expanded small arm cartridge casings must be turned into the Ammunition Supply Point Representative of the Storage and Distribution Branch.

2. Scrap metals that do not meet criteria listed in paragraph 5 below.

5.  Items that can not be recycled through the S&S QRP Program Are:

1. Precious metal bearing-scrap metal.

2. Scrap metal generated from DWCF activity.

3. Items that must be demilitarized at any time during its life cycle, except for small arms brass and gleanings as noted below.

4. Hazardous material and waste.

5. Material that can be reused by the government for their original purpose without special processing.

6. Repairable Items.

7. Munitions List Items (MLI) or Commerce Control List item (CCLI).

8. Ammunition cans, unless a technically qualified individual has rendered them inert.

 Definition:

Discussion:

3. 6. Items that can be recycled through the S&S QRP Program:

Note: Expanded small arm cartridge casings must be turned into the Ammunition Supply Point Representative of the Storage and Distribution Branch.

a. Scrap metals that do not meet criteria listed in paragraph 5 below.

7.  Items that can not be recycled through the S&S QRP Program Are:

a. Precious metal bearing-scrap metal.

b. Scrap metal generated from DWCF activity.

c. Items that must be demilitarized at any time during its life cycle, except for small arms brass and gleanings as noted below.

9. Hazardous material and waste.

10. Material that can be reused by the government for their original purpose without special processing.

11. Repairable Items.

12. Munitions List Items (MLI) or Commerce Control List item (CCLI).

13. Ammunition cans, unless a technically qualified individual has rendered them inert.

Precious metal elements include:

Brass, Range Residue Group 1a, and/or Scrap Metal Sale Checklist for Private vendor:

1.   Call the multiple vendors who meet QRP requirement if applicable for current price and fill out vendors price list sheet (see appendix A-1).

2.   Prepare DD Form 1348-1 (see appendix A-5) for each type of brass range residue Group 1A, or scrap metal to be sold. Enter the DD Form 1348-1 into the QRP Document Register with new document number.

3.   Prepare Certification Memorandum (see appendix A-3) and. The SDB/ASP Supervisor or his delegated representative will inspect all out going shipments of residue.

4. Retrieves copy of Weight Ticket  (see appendix A-6) from vendor and have the vendor sign the 1348-1.

5.    Ensure Vendors signs Dangerous Property clause and release of liability (see appendix A-2) before you allow them to handle any recyclable material. 

6.   Sign and date the Demil certification of crushed material (see appendix A-4), after you witness all expended brass being crushed.

7.   File all documentation (DD Form 1348-1, Weight Ticket , Dangerous Property clause and release of liability memorandum, Vendors price list sheet, crushed certification memorandum, copy of check if possible) in assigned document sequence. 

 DRMS/DRMO

1.   Inert certification is assurance that material or Range residue Group 1 (Munitions components or casing that previously contained explosive materials, or property that does not contain items of dangerous nature) turned into DRMO for resale to the public is inert and free of explosives and other hazardous materials.  The requirement to perform this certification can be found in DOD 4160.21-M-1, Paragraph II-D.

2.   All material or Range Residue Group 1 generated from the firing and or demilitarization of ammunition and explosives will be rendered inert before being turned in to DRMO, to prevent dangerous material from being turned in to DRMO.  All inert ammunition items including dummy rounds, containers and such items as: ammunition pouches, bandoleers and inert material generated from demilitarization operations, will be inspected by a technically trained and qualified individual.  Material which cannot be disposed of in its present form due to Military regulations; such as Ammunition, Explosives, Dangerous Articles and controlled medical items.  This includes those instances where Military Regulations require the obliteration of all markings that could relate excess material to its operational program.  Once the appropriate actions are taken to meet the Military regulations, the resulting material should then be turned into the servicing DRMO.

3.   The individual who inspects the material or Range Residue Group 1 will submit a certificate memorandum (see appendix A-3) as part of the turn in document.  The memorandum will state:  “I certify that the item or items listed have been inspected by me, and to the best of my knowledge and belief, contain no items of a dangerous or hazardous nature.”  This certification will be typed on the turn in document (usually a DD 1348-1) and a separate memorandum will be attached to the document.  The separate memorandum will contain date and document number from the turn in document so there is no question as to which items the certificate applies.  Include the Dangerous property Clause (see appendix A-2) with the turn in document.

a. The ASP/QRP Supervisor or a qualified representative will sign the certification.

4.   The Ammunition Supply Point will provide a list of personnel qualified to inspect and certify material or Range Residue Group 1 as being inert.  It is the ASP supervisor responsibility to keep the list current.  Updates will be provided as personnel changes occur.

  5.   The DRMO ensures the person who signs the certification is included on the list before accepting the material or Range Residue Group 1.  The list provided to DRMO will contain a signature on the certification SB 742-1, paragraph 11-7, C (6), that states that the sample of scrap (including ferrous and non ferrous scrap, firing range expended brass and mixed metals gleaned from firing range clean up that do not require demilitarization) certified by the operation organization will be inspected by the Surveillance section or the QASAS, ASP Supervisor or representative to verify the inert certification process.  The verification must be documented with the certification.  A list will be provided to DRMO personnel who verify the inert process.

 6.   Packing components and material must be returned to the wholesale system for reuse if they are in a serviceable condition.  IOC (Industrial Operations Command) provides a fund site for shipping the returnable material the appropriate wholesale installation.  Any items not on the list are authorized for local disposition, costs to ship material to DRMO is the responsibility of the installation.

a.   Contact JMC, ATTN: AMSJM-CTE, DSN 793-4746, for copy changes to the lists that is distributed periodically throughout the fiscal year.

Brass, Range Residue Group 1a, and/or Scrap Metal Sale/turn-in Checklist for DRMS/DRMO:

6. DRMO Sales of Recyclable:

a. All material or Range residue Group 1 generated from the ammunition and explosives operation will be rendered inert before being turned into DRMO.

b. Material or Range Residue Group 1 rendered inert must be inspected, certified and verified.

c. A list must be provided to DRMO / Off post vendors indicating those individuals qualified to inspect, certify and verify material or Range residue Group 1as inert.

d. The surveillance section, ASP Supervisor or QASAS will verify a sample of the scrap certified as inert.

e. Some items may require mutilation in addition to inert certification prior to transfer to DRMO (IAW DOD 4160.21).

f. Not all material is authorized for transfer to DRMO for resale.  Certain items must be returned to the wholesale system for re use (IAW DOD 4160.21).

7.  Brass or Range Residue Group 1a (firing range expended small arm cartridge cases and inert metal gleaned from range clean up) sale Checklist for DRMO.

a. Determine weight and caliber of brass or Range Residue Group 1a put up for sale.

b. Prepare DD Form 1348-1 (see appendix A-5) for each type of brass or Range Residue Group 1a to be sold.

c. Enter DD Form 1348-1 into the document registers with new document number.  Pack and weigh all brass or Range Residue Group 1a that is up for sale.  Enter and weight and number of containers on the DD Form 1348-1.

d. Send DD 1348-1, with the container certification and verify memorandum to:

e. Obtain a copy of the contract from DRMO with “Paid” stamp on the upper right corner of the contract.  If there is “NO Paid” stamp call DRMO to verify sale.  When the truck driver or agent arrives ensure they have a copy of the contract, if not call DRMO.  Call DRMO for use of the scale in their area for brass sale weight.  Give an approximate time for use of the scale.  Load the truck with the type or caliber of item being weighed.  The requesting weight must be within 5% of the contract weight.

f. Completed weight ticket DPDS Form 146.  Give one copy to the driver and one copy for the QRP. 

g. The following paper work will be returned to the ASP office:

(1) DD From 1348-1s

(2) Weight Ticket (see Appendix A-6)

(3) Shipment Delivery Pass

(4) Property Disposal Status Card

(5) Copy of Certification / verify memorandum signed by the driver

h. Have team partner check all forms before completion of task.  Also confirm weights being shipped.

i. Call DRMO to advise brass or Range Group 1a is being shipped and paperwork will be sent in the mail.

j. Fill out document register and make copies of all documentation for the QRP and the Recycling Program Office.

8. QRP Man-hour Sheet (see appendix A-7)

a. Fill out QRP Man-hour Sheet anytime brass, scrap metal or Range Residue is prepared for shipment.
